5th Annual Holiday Mixed Up Doubles Tournament 
 
1. Entry closing is ½ hour prior to squad times. 
2. MULTIPLE PARTICIPATIONS: Bowlers may participate 

more than once in this tournament.  In no case shall the 
same two bowlers be allowed to cash more than once in 
each division. 

3. No more than one individual at the time of entry who is a 
current member, or has applied for membership in any 
bowling organization which identifies itself as 
“professional” may compete on a doubles team. 

4. Tournament will consist of Doubles Events (2 men, or 2 
women or 1 man & 1 woman) and optional 1

st
 8 or any 9 

strikes, Tournament 300 High Game, 2 game Sweeper 
Scratch, 2 game Sweeper Handicap. 

5. Handicap is 90% of 400 for all teams. 
6. Prize ratio will be at least 1 in 6. 
7. Prize fees will be returned 100%. 
8. AVERAGES:  Entrants shall use their highest USBC 

previous season’s winter league average, 21 games or 
more.  If no winter league average, entrants may use their 
highest summer league average, 21 games or more.  If no 
winter or summer league average for the previous season, 
entrants may use their highest average for the “current 
season”, 21 games or more as of December 1, 2011.  ALL 
OTHERS MUST BOWL SCRATCH WITH A SCORE OF 
200.  It is the responsibility of the bowler to verify their 
averages prior to the final day of the tournament. 

9. RULE 319a-2 will not apply to this tournament. 
10. Tournament prize winnings of $600.00 or more must be 

reported. 
11. The tournament manager shall collect dues from any 

bowler not in possession of their USBC membership card.  
Associate membership fees are $18.00 

12. Each entrant in the tournament must be a member of a 
local association within the area served by the 
Pennsylvania State USBC Bowling Association. 

13. Substitutions may be used when necessary as long as 
such substitute meets all rules of eligibility.  Substitutes 
must bowl in the same position as the original bowler and 
must meet the same divisional qualifications. 

14. Contestants shall bowl in the order submitted on the entry.  
Team captains shall check in ONE HALF HOUR PRIOR 
TO STARTING TIME and substitutions shall be made at 
that time.  Four, 2 member teams, shall be paired on the 
same lanes if they so request and submit entries together. 

15. Lane assignments for each event of this tournament shall 
be scheduled by the tournament management at time of 
check in. 

16. Champions shall be declared on the basis of highest 
actual pinfall plus handicap. 

17. NO PRACTICE ON ANY SCHEDULED TOURNAMENT 
LANES FOR THAT DAY. 

18. Fees in full must accompany each entry.  Advance 
reservations will be accepted.  Order of receipt of entry 
fees will govern assignment of dates and squad times.  
ALL ENTRIES MUST BE IN THE HANDS OF THE 
TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR AT LEAST ½ HOUR PRIOR 
TO EVENT START TIME.  WALK-IN ENTRIES WILL BE 
ACCEPTED! 

 

 

19. In the event a tournament game or frame(s) within a game 
is irretrievable lost, the game or frame(s) may be re-
bowled as provided by the tournament management.  Rule 
327c. 

20. Improper conduct during the course of your competition 
shall be cause for disqualification of score in that event. 

21. Dress Code: Proper attire will be enforced by the on site 
tournament mgr. 

22. All decisions of the tournament manager/onsite 
tournament manager are final unless an appeal is made in 
accordance with USBC rule 329. 

23. Failure to comply with the above rules shall result in 
disqualification. 

 
OPTIONAL EVENTS RULES 

1. 300 TOURNAMENT HIGH GAME:  High single scratch no-tap 
game of entire tournament.  $2.00 entry fee per squad.  Prize will 
be based on number of entries.  Prize will be paid 100% of 
monies collected and divided equally among all 300 Games.  If 
there are no 300 Games then prizes will pay as follows:  1

st
 – 

50%, 2
nd

 – 35%. 3
rd
 - $15%. Jackpot will be paid at the conclusion 

of the tournament. 
2. 2 GAME SWEEPER HANDICAP:  Highest 2 games of 4 games 

bowled per squad with handicap for all squads bowled each 
weekend.   Handicap will be 90% of 200 for all bowlers.  $5.00 
entry fee per squad.  Prize will be based on number of entries.  
Prize will be paid 100% of monies collected.  Prizes will be paid 
as follows:  1

st
 – 50%, 2

nd
 – 35%. 3

rd
 - $15%.  Prizes will be paid 

weekly after last squad on each Sunday of the tournament. 
3. 2 GAME SWEEPER SCRATCH:  Highest 2 games of 4 games 

bowled per squad for all squads bowled each weekend.   $5.00 
entry fee per squad.  Prize will be based on number of entries.  
Prize will be paid 100% of monies collected.  Prizes will be paid 
as follows:  1

st
 – 50%, 2

nd
 – 35%. 3

rd
 - $15%.  Prizes will be paid 

weekly after last squad on each Sunday of the tournament. 
4. 6 AND 6:  6 Natural Strikes and 6 No-Tap Strikes totaling a 300 

game for one game of the series. Jackpot will be paid at the 
conclusion of the tournament.  If there are no winners then the 
Jackpot will carry over until the next year.  

5. 1
ST

 8 OR ANY 9 STRIKES:  First 8 natural strikes in a row or any 
9 natural strikes bowled in a row for a single game.  $2.00 entry 
fee per squad.  Jackpot starts at $50.00 guaranteed.  100% 
payout after 25 entries.  Jackpot will be paid at the conclusion of 
the tournament.  Jackpot will be divided equally among all 
qualifying bowlers. 

6. 800 SERIES JACKPOT:   High scratch no-tap series of entire 
tournament.  $2.00 entry fee per squad.  Prize will be based on 
number of entries.  Prize will be paid 100% of monies collected 
and divided equally among all 800 Series.  If there are no 800 
Series then the Jackpot will carry over to the next year.  Jackpot 
will be paid at the conclusion of the tournament. 

7. HOLIDAY STRIKES:  Entrants must match the Natural Strikes 
designated in the appropriate frames to win the total Jackpot.  
Jackpot will start at $500.00.  In the event of multiple winners the 
Jackpot will be divided amongst all winning entrants.  Jackpot will 
be paid at the conclusion of the tournament.
